E.1.1 Controls

E.1.2.6 Remove Enhanced Breastfeeding Items from Food
Prescription of Mother

If a breastfeeding child was exclusively breastfeeding but now is not
exclusively breastfeeding, the system will automatically remove all
enhanced breastfeeding food items from the mother’s current or future
food prescription.

If the value of the Amount of Breastfeeding Dropdown changes from
Exclusively Breastfed and the system determines that the mother of the
applicant has enhanced breastfeeding food items in her current or future
food prescriptions and there are no other siblings currently breastfeeding,
the system will invoke a standard warning message with the text
“Applicant is no longer exclusively breastfed. Enhanced breastfeeding
food items will be removed from the mother’s food prescription. Do you
want to continue?” The options of Yes and No will be available. If the
user selects No, the system will return to the Child Health Information
dialog.

If the user selects Yes:

The system will attempt to change the Mother’s food prescription
automatically:

The following will occur only if the link goes both ways (hard link)

E.2 Woman Health Information (Pregnancy Info Tab) - Guided Script

This control allows the user to enter the expected delivery date for the
current pregnancy.

The Expected Delivery Date masked edit will be enabled when the
Woman Health Information dialog is active during Certification Guided
Script and the applicant has a WIC Category of Pregnant.

The Expected Delivery Date masked edit will be enabled when the
Woman Health Information tab is active in the Participant Folder view
and the applicant has a WIC Category of Pregnant if there are no
certification attempts in progress for this participant.

The Expected Delivery Date masked edit will be disabled when the
Woman Health Information tab is active in the Participant Folder view if
a certification is started and not completed. Note that when disabled this
control does not receive focus and is not included in the tab order of this
dialog.
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The masked edit box will be enabled when the Pregnancy Info tab is
active and the applicant has a WIC Category of Pregnant. It will only
accept entry of numeric characters. The mask on the box will be
“UHEHRRARE to accept a date with a four digit year. It will initially be
blank.

Upon entry of a valid date, the value of the Last Menstrual Period Start
Date masked edit box will be set to 277 days prior to the value of the
Expected Delivery Date masked edit box, and the value of the Age at
Conception value label will be updated.

E.2.1.3 Pre-pregnancy Weight Masked Edit Box

This control allows the user to enter the pre-pregnancy weight of the
applicant.

The Pre-pregnancy Weight masked edit box will be enabled when the
Woman Health Information dialog is active during Certification Guided
Script, the Pregnancy Info tab is active, and the applicant has a WIC
Category of Pregnant. It will only accept entry of numeric characters.
The mask for the control will be “####”. It will initially be blank.

The Pre-pregnancy Weight masked edit box will be disabled when the
Woman Health Information tab is active in the Participant Folder view
and a previously saved value greater than 0 exists for the current
certification period. If the Pre-pregnancy Weight value is null or is 0 and
a valid certification exists for the participant, the control will be enabled.
Note that when disabled this control does not receive focus and is not
included in the tab order of this dialog.

E.2.1.4 Planned C-section Check Box

This control allows the user to indicate that the delivery for the current
pregnancy is planned for C-section.

The Planned C-section check box will be enabled when the Woman
Health Information dialog is active during Certification Guided Script
and Pregnancy Info tab is active and the applicant has a WIC Category of
Pregnant. It will initially be cleared.

The Planned C-section check box will be disabled when the Woman
Health Information tab is active in the Participant Folder view. Note that
when disabled this control does not receive focus and is not included in
the tab order of this dialog.

E.2.1.5 Last Menstrual Period Start Date Masked Edit Box (LMP Start
Date)

This control allows the user to enter the starting date of the last
menstrual period for the applicant.

“UHERHHRARE to accept a date with a four digit year. It will default to the
date 277 days prior to the value of the Expected Delivery Date masked
edit box.

Upon entry of a valid date, the value of the Expected Date of Delivery
masked edit box will be set to 277 days after the value of the Last
Menstrual Period Start Date masked edit box, and the value of the Age at
Conception value label will be updated.

E.2.1.6 Pre-pregnancy Height Masked Edit Box

This control allows the user to enter the pre-pregnancy height of the
applicant.

The Pre-pregnancy Height masked edit box will be enabled when the
Woman Health Information dialog is active during Certification Guided
Script, the Pregnancy Info tab is active, and the applicant has a WIC
Category of Pregnant. It will only accept entry of numeric characters.
The mask for the control will be “####”. It will initially be blank.

The Pre-pregnancy Height masked edit box will be disabled when the
Woman Health Information tab is active in the Participant Folder view
and a previously saved value greater than 0 exists for the current
certification period. If the Pre-pregnancy Height value is null or is 0 and a
valid certification exists for the participant, the control will be enabled.
Note that when disabled this control does not receive focus and is not
included in the tab order of this dialog.

E.2.1.7 Has Not Yet Received Prenatal Care Check Box

This control allows the user to indicate that the applicant had not
received prenatal care at the time of the pregnancy certification.

The Has Not Yet Received Prenatal Care check box will be enabled when
the Woman Health Information dialog is active during Certification
Guided Script and Pregnancy Info tab is active and the applicant has a
WIC Category of Pregnant.

E.5.2.6 Remove Enhanced Breastfeeding Items from Food
Prescription of Mother

If a breastfeeding child was exclusively breastfeeding but now is not
exclusively breastfeeding, the system will automatically remove the
enhanced breastfeeding food items from the woman’s food prescription.

If the value of the Amount of Breastfeeding Dropdown has changed from
Exclusively Breastfed and the system determines that the mother of the
applicant has enhanced breastfeeding food items in her current or future
food prescriptions and there are no other siblings currently breastfeeding,
the system will invoke a standard warning message with the text
“Applicant is no longer exclusively breastfed. Enhanced breastfeeding
food items will be removed from the mother’s food prescription. Do you
want to continue?” The options of Yes and No will be available. If the
user selects Yes, the system will remove the enhanced breastfeeding food
items from the mother’s current and future food prescriptions. If the user
selects No, the system will return to the Add/Update Infant Information
dialog.

The Linked Participant dialog allows the user to select the WIC participant
whose member record should be linked with the current applicant being
processed. The Linked Participant dialog is invoked in response to the following
user actions:

e Selection of the Linked Participant button on the Child Health

e Selection of the Linked Participant button on the Add/Update Infant
Information dialog in the Certification Guided Script

e Selection of the Linked Participant button on the Child Health
Information tab in the Participant Folder

e Selection of the Linked Participant button on the Add/Update Infant
Information dialog in the Participant Folder

When processing a mother’s information, the possible infants/children are
displayed for selection in the Linked Participant display grid. The selected
infant/child ID and DOB will be returned to the calling function where it may be
linked with the information recorded in the PostpartumInfant resulting from
pregnancy record.

When processing a child’s information, the possible mothers are displayed for
selection in the Linked Participant display grid. The selected mother will be
returned to the calling function where it may be linked with the information
recorded on the child health information record.

E.6.1 Controls

This section describes the behavior of the controls on the Linked Participant
dialog.
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E.6.1.1 Linked Participant Display Grid

When processing a mother’s information, this control allows the user to
view all participants whose birthday is within 5 days (either before or
after) of the Actual Delivery Date masked edit box on the Postpartum Info
tab of the Woman Health Information dialog. The user may select one of
the child entries displayed in the grid to link to the information recorded
in the infant resulting from pregnancy record.

When processing a child’s information, this control allows the user to view
all participants whose birthday is within 5 days (either before or after) of
the Mother Birth Date masked edit box on the Child Health Information
dialog. The user may select one of the woman entries displayed in the
grid to link to the information recorded on the child health information
record.

The grid will be enabled when the Linked Participant dialog is active. It
will consist of the following columns:

e State WIC ID
¢ Name

E.6.1.2 OK Button

The OK button will be enabled when the Woman Health Information
dialog is active during Certification Guided Script and Pregnancy Info tab
1s selected. Characteristics for the OK button are defined in
Consistencies.

E.6.1.3 Cancel Button

The Cancel button will be enabled when the Woman Health Information
dialog is active during Certification Guided Script and Pregnancy Info tab
1s selected. Characteristics for the Close button are defined in
Consistencies.
