SUBJECT: Ohio WIC EBT Card Replacement Fee

This is in response to the Ohio WIC Program's request for a policy determination
regarding WIC EBT card replacement fees and procedures. Please advise the State
agency that refinements and clarifications regarding the issue of EBT replacement card
fees and procedures may be necessary as we continue to develop EBT systems.

Two key issues were discussed concerning Ohio's request: I) charging a WIC EBT card
replacement fee, and 2) the replacement of unredeemed WIC food benefits.
Considerations effecting our decision include the impact of our policy determination on
the Food Stamp Program's EBT efforts. We understand that the Ohio WIC EBT system
design and implementation effort is in partnership with the Ohio Food Stamp EBT
initiative, and that an estimated 60 percent of the WIC participants in the proposed pilot
area are also Food Stamp participants. We are also aware that the headquarters Food
Stamp Benefit Redemption Division (BRD) has approved a request by the Ohio Food
Stamp Program to charge a participant $10.00 to replace EBT cards that are lost, stolen,
or damaged by the participant after one free replacement. The $10.00 charge includes the
value of a new EBT card and an administrative fee.

In consultation with the Office of the General Counsel (OGC), we have made the
following determination regarding WIC EBT card replacement fees and procedures:

Card Replacement Fees
For purposes of Ohio WIC's EBT pilot, the State agency has the option to choose whether
or not to charge participants a fee for replacing EBT cards that are lost, stolen or damaged
by the participant. If the State agency opts to charge participants a fee, the following
applies:

. The fee:

. can be imposed only after at least one free replacement;

. can not exceed the cost of the EBT card (no administrative fee can be included);
and,

. can not be deducted from the value of the participant's WIC benefits.

. Procedures must be established and implemented to collect the charges and account
for the funds.
