


CACFP State Agency Application Packet


At-Risk Afterschool Supper Reimbursement Authority





The Agricultural Risk Protection Act of 2000, Public Law 106-224, authorized six States for at-risk afterschool supper reimbursement authority under CACFP.  Four States—Pennsylvania, Michigan, Delaware, and Missouri—were identified in the 2000 Act.  Through this competitive application process, the remaining two CACFP State agencies will be selected.  





Eligible Applicants





This competition is open to State agencies that administer the child care component of CACFP (i.e., only CACFP State agencies may apply).  Advocacy and sponsoring organizations, other public agencies, and day care centers and homes are not eligible to compete for this authority and may not submit an application on behalf of the CACFP State agency.





The Application 





The application is divided into the following three sections:





the Basic Information Sheet (cover sheet),


Part I, the State Data Sheet, and


Part II, the Narrative Statement.





To apply for this authority, applicants must complete all three sections.  Completed applications must be postmarked or sent (faxed or e-mailed) to FNS Headquarters by close of business on October 16, 2000.  Applications which are postmarked or sent after the October 16th deadline will not be considered.  





Additionally, we are requesting that applicants complete and submit the Letter of Intent Form, which can be found in this packet, to FNS Headquarters by close of business on September 15, 2000.  This letter of intent form does not obligate the State in any way, but helps us to plan effectively for the review and selection process.  Please be aware that the letter of intent form does not take the place of the formal application. 





The Evaluation Process 





Applications will be evaluated by a panel of FNS staff.  Applicants will be evaluated in the following areas:  (1) Demonstration of Need, (2) State Support of Afterschool Care Programs, and (3) Status of At-Risk Afterschool Meals.  So that applicants have the maximum opportunity to address all three areas, this application elicits both numerical and narrative responses.  





Scoring of Applications 





Applications will be scored using a 100 point scale which is the maximum total value for Parts I and II.  The cover sheet will be used for informational purposes only; it has no point value.  





Part I is worth a total maximum of 50 points and Part II is worth a total maximum of 50 points for a combined total score of 100 points.  Applicants should be aware that additional information available to FNS (e.g., the most recent FNS Management Evaluation) may be used as part of the scoring process.    





To Apply 





To apply, please complete the cover sheet and Parts I and II of this application package.  Applicants must use the space provided on the application form for their responses on the cover sheet and for Part I, and applicants may not write on the back of these pages.  





For Part II, applicants may submit one three-page response (typed, single spaced, 12-point font) that addresses all three questions.  Additional pages or information (e.g., brochures, attachments) will not be considered by the review panel.

Notification to State Agencies





The review panel will make their final selections approximately 30 days after the application deadline.  State agencies which submit an application will be notified by FNS of the results of this competitive application process shortly thereafter.





Requirements of Selected State Agencies





This reimbursement authority for at-risk afterschool suppers for the two selected State agencies becomes effective 30 days after the States have been notified by FNS.  The two States selected and those specified in the 2000 Act which already have the at-risk afterschool supper reimbursement authority—Pennsylvania, Missouri, Delaware, and Michigan—will be required to:  (1) adhere to all Program requirements set forth in the National School Lunch Act and CACFP regulations, as applicable to at-risk afterschool suppers; (2) adhere to additional requirements set forth in Departmental guidance for at-risk afterschool suppers; (3) maintain Program and financial records for at-risk afterschool suppers; and, (4) provide reports based on these records and participate in evaluation efforts, as requested by FNS.
