· The Prior household meets all non-financial eligibility requirements.
· Mark is currently pitching for the Lansing Lugnuts, the Chicago Cubs “A” league ball club. He may make it to the big leagues but he is not doing too well.  He sends Cindy $200 every week for living expenses.  Cindy provided 4 cancelled checks from the previous month as verification.

· A forest fire destroyed the Prior’s home 6 months ago.  Cindy received a government grant totaling $45,000 from Housing and Urban Development, which is designated for the rebuilding of the home to be completed this fall.  She is living in a apartment month-to-month until then.
· After the fire Cindy decided to go back to school and finish her degree.  She received financial assistance through a Federal Pell grant for the second quarter  (February through June) for $6,000.  Of this amount, she paid tuition totaling $3,000; student fees totaling $500; and is using the remaining $2,500 for food and rent.  
Cindy also receives a $500 grant for discretionary use from the “Families of Minor League Ballplayers” for the second semester (February through June).  
She reports $275 in her checking account.
