· The household resides off-reservation.  Dwayne is the only household member enrolled in the Indian tribe.  All members live and eat together.

· Brent is a lounge singer at the casino.  He supplied the previous month’s monthly earning statement, which showed gross income totaling $1,800 hourly wages, plus $100 in tips (mostly to stop singing).  Of this amount, $250 is garnished for court-ordered child support.  Brent reported $1,000 in a savings account, and $300 in a checking account.  They also pay $300 a month for Dwayne’s after school care while Brent, Britney, Cherry, and Gilford are working and in school.

· Britney opened a flower shop on February 1, 2003.  She supplied copies of Schedule C from her and Brent’s 2003 tax return.

· Cherry makes public appearances and is paid per event by her agency. Last month she made $200.

· Gilford is taking classes at the local college.  He works at the library 20 hours a week in exchange for free tuition.

· Dwayne is a foster child.  The household receives $475 monthly for his care. 
NOTES TO KNOW: 

Brent Favre

Monthly earned income is $1,900 ($1,800 wages + 100 tips).

Child support is deductible per 501 Handbook Exhibit M.
Certifier should ask for additional stubs due to potentially fluctuating income.
Britney Favre 

Schedule C, Line 31 shows a net loss of $3,000.  FDPIR self-employment worksheet provides total business income of -$2,000 (Net profit - depreciation).  Business loss may not be used to offset other income, therefore, for FDPIR purposes, self-employment income for 2003 is $0. 
Cherry Lace
Certifier should ask for additional stubs due to potentially fluctuating income.

Dwayne

Although as stated in the 501 Handbook – 3415 Foster Care Children, households have the option to include or exclude a foster child, and subsequently all foster care payments based upon this decision, the Favre household must include Dwayne because he is the only member of the household who is a recognized member of an Indian Tribe.  That is, given the household does not reside on the Reservation, without Dwayne, the Favre’s are not an Indian Tribal Household for purposes of application to the FDPIR. 
Household

Maximum dependent care deduction for Dwayne is $175, even though household is paying $300.  Please see 501 Handbook Exhibit M.

Certification Period

One month, due to fluctuating income and need for additional stubs to better reflect household situation.
