· Mike is disabled and receives SSI benefits totaling $350 per month and veterans benefits totaling $650 per month.  He reports $50 in his checking account and $2,300 in savings.

· Donna is unemployed and receives SSI totaling $300 per month.  She reports zero resources.

· Billy is Mike’s grandson. Billy moved in with Mike after his parents passed away, and Mike became his legal guardian. Mike receives food stamps for Billy under Wisconsin food stamp laws.  Neither Mike nor Donna is included in the grant.  Therefore, Mike is applying for FDPIR benefits as a two-person household.  Billy also has a part-time job at Culver’s:

NOTES TO KNOW:
First Things First

Billy must be considered as part of the household because he is a minor.  Per 501 Handbook 3400 – Composition of a Household for Application Purposes, separate household status may not be granted to a child under eighteen years of age, under the parental control of a member of the household.  Therefore, Billy also must be removed from the Food Stamp Program.
