
q Do you work for pay at least 20 hours per week?

q Do you work now, or do you expect to work, in a federally-
funded work-study program?

q Are you enrolled full-time in school and caring for a child
under the age of 12?

q Are you taking employer-sponsored job training classes?

If you answered �yes� to any of these questions,
then you may be eligible for Food Stamps.

Pell grants, Perkins loans, Stafford loans and some forms of
work-study are not counted as income.
