Step 1.   Review the USDA Foods Banner Options Form (attached) and 
select the banner(s) you would like to reproduce. 

 
Step 2.   Following your Federal, State and local procurement 
 procedures and guidelines, select a banner company. If you 
 don’t have a company yet, type “display banners” in your 
 browser to find possible companies to do business with. 

  
 Note:  As a possible funding source for School Nutrition Professionals, consider 
 submitting a proposal to your State Agency to submit your banner project as a 
 Team Nutrition Grant proposal. 

 
Step 3.   Once you have selected a vendor to produce your banners, 

send the vendor the following items:  
 the USDA Foods Banner Options Form, with your selections
